Hector Aristizabal is a native of Colombia.  He holds an MA degree in Psychology from the Antioquia University in Medellin, Colombia and a degree as a Marriage Family Therapist from Pacific Oaks College in Pasadena. Based on his own experience with torture Hector developed a play based on his story which he uses as a springboard to invite audiences into transformative action. In recent years, Hector has developed his own techniques to awaken the imagination. These techniques are inspired by Theatre of the Oppressed and include story telling and council circles. His work nationally and internationally has created significant changes in the lives of the different communities he has worked with ranging from at risk youth centers, prisons, universities, churches, homeless shelters, health organizations combating HIV/AIDS, sex workers, and teachers. Currently, Hector is the creative director and co-founder of Imaginaction, an organization that aims to provide this kind of work globally.
